The Main Stage performances will be held on the Thursday and 
Friday evenings of the Conference. 
 

You must be registered at the IBCC 2012 to 
participate in the Main Stage Performance 
* Ensembles:  The Troupe Director must be registered for the 
IBCC 2012 for the troupe to participate.  Other troupe members 
may perform as part of the ensemble for free, but must register if 
they want the full IBCC package.  
 

Each person performing in any Main Stage Solo, Duet or 
Ensemble will receive a discount on registration: 
 

Within 300 km radius - $50 off 
600 km - $100 off 
1200 km - $200 off 
Outside of 1200 km in North America = $300 off 
Anywhere outside of North America - $400 off 
 

A small number of well known international artists 
will be invited to perform on the Main Stage. The 
remaining performers will be decided by a jury of 
established performers and teachers from the 
applications. This ensures that the qualities of the 
performances are of the highest calibre.
